History/Background of the Nominee/Project: (Short description–no more than 1/3 page–of the nominee’s background and/or the project history.)
Makes an outstanding contribution towards achieving one or more of the RCC goals
Example: Develops performance measures for project pegged to one or more of the RCC goals and can demonstrate achievement of the goal or concrete steps towards its completion.  The RCC goals are:

Prevent pollution and promote recycling and reuse; reduce priority chemicals at all life cycle stages; and conserve energy and materials 

Effectively uses partnerships

Example: The EPA individual or team or State Program worked creatively to identify and obtain participation from relevant stakeholders to leverage investment in the  project.  The EPA individual or team or State Program worked through the partnership to identify and achieve project goals. 

Problem addressed by partnership focuses on the unfinished business of RCRA or other environmental statutes with a focus on resource conservation

Example: The unfinished business includes addressing an environmental problem that is currently not reached by regulation or is not covered by current regulation. This can be achieved through promoting voluntary partnerships that address product design, production, and disposal of pollutants.  The RCC focuses on preventing pollution by reducing it at its source and by emphasizing prevention over management and disposal. It focuses on resource management and energy recovery. 
Problem addressed by partnership is national in scope
Example: The problem should be one that is of national significance, even if the project is focused on the local, state, or regional level.  The project must be capable of being scaled-up to the national level.
