Please provide on the following pages detailed written justification based on the identified evaluation criteria for the particular award category.  Nominations must address a minimum of four (4) evaluation criteria.   Awards will be determined based on a total numerical score for each category, which is derived from a sum of the numerical scores from the four highest evaluated criteria plus ten percent of one additional criteria addressed.  Therefore, it is advantageous to the nominee to provide justification under as many criteria as possible.   Electronic versions of these forms are available to allow you to insert more space for written justification as needed.  
Several good projects in the past probably did not receive the degree of recognition they deserved because of flaws in the nomination.  Fair selection of awards by the HQ awards panel can only be based on what is presented in the nomination, not on personal knowledge or other sources.  The following guidelines can help in preparing effective RCRA award nominations.

Nominations for EPA team awards can include staff from the states and other agencies, etc., but at least two or more of the members on teams nominated for an EPA award must be EPA employees.  This does not apply to teams of state employees nominated for the state award category.

Nominations for individual awards can include only one individual per nomination.  More than one individual from each region can be nominated for a specific award, but each must be nominated on a separate form and for separate and distinct work or accomplishments.  If more than one person is doing the exact same work, then they should be considered for a team award nomination.

Nominations should clearly state the role of the individual or team members in accomplishing the outstanding work that is the basis for the award.  The nominations should tell how or what the person(s) did and why it is considered outstanding.  In other words, don’t just say what happened, but clearly indicate what the specific person or team did to make it happen.

Nominations are easier to evaluate if they specifically and clearly address each relevant award criteria in a separate paragraph.  If an overall summary of the project is necessary to give a full understanding of the work or accomplishment, than it should be included in addition to the criteria-specific paragraphs.  But keep in mind total page restriction on nominations.
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
